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	Summary
	Improving cyber safety in the school.

	Issue
	Cyberbullying, mainly through the use of social media sites.  

	Identification and prioritisation
	The issue was identified and prioritised after a serious incident of cyberbullying. The school spent a large amount of time and resources in investigating this complaint, including with Police assistance. The principal, deputy principal and the SCO were involved in the decision to implement this intervention in the school. 

	Short-term goal
	· To improve awareness of cyber safety in the school community (including students, teachers and parents). 

	Long-term goal
	· To reduce the number of cyberbullying complaints made by students to school staff.

	Prevention activities
	Activities that occurred within a whole-school approach included:

School ethos and environment

· Using the Netsafe guidelines, the school developed a cyber-safety user agreement that has been read and signed by all student and their parents.

· The school has a Bring Your Own Device policy by which personal mobility devices can be used in the classroom for educational purposes.

· Senior management has had ongoing discussions with the board of Trustees on the issue of cyber use and safety within the school.
Community connections  

· The cyber safety agreement had to be signed by parents as well.

· A Netsafe meeting for parents has been arranged for 2015.   
Curriculum teaching and learning

· The Bring Your Own Device policy enables students to use their personal devices in the classroom to enhance their learning. However, they must be supervised by the teacher during this use.

· Each class received education in cyber safety and awareness, delivered by the teachers.

· Keeping Ourselves Safe is run every two years at the school. Cyber safety is a key part of this programme.

	Impact
	As a result of this intervention teachers are more aware of the issues involved in cyber safety. This has improved their vigilance, both inside and outside the classroom. This year not one issue of cyber abuse was brought to the attention of the school.

	Next steps
	The next step is a meeting planned with Netsafe in 2015, in conjunction with a continued emphasis on vigilance by the teachers.

	Obstacles
	There Is a need to improve teachers' knowledge and awareness of the use and misuse of online devices by students. It took several meetings with staff to convince management that all school staff supported this.   

	Improvements
	The school has no improvements to suggest at this stage.  

	Conclusion
	The school is proud that the students are much more aware of cyber safety in their everyday use of technology.
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
