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	Summary
	Safer parking by parents.

	Issue
	Parents parked badly when dropping their children at school, including parking on double yellow lines, double parking and stopping in the middle of the road so that no cars can pass.  

	Identification and prioritisation
	The deputy principal received complaints from members of the public, and complained to Police. 

	Short-term goal
	· The school will not receive any more complaints. 
· Spot checks will find no offenders.     

	Long-term goal
	· To modify the road to reduce the chances of offending.  

	Prevention activities
	Activities that occurred within a whole-school approach included:

School ethos and environment

· The local council promoted park and drop sites, one of which was just around the corner. 

· The council was also requested to change the yellow lines to the other side of the road from school, and make the school side a 2-minute parking zone.

Community connections  

· Police spoke to drivers. 

· Other parents and community members commented that it was good to see Police in the area dealing with the bad parking.   
· The school used the school newsletter to educate parents and students about the parking and drop-off changes, and highlight the problems that were being caused outside the school by parents parking badly.
Curriculum teaching and learning

· No education was provided.

	Impact
	The short-term goal was achieved. There were no further complaints from the community, and no further offending detected by patrols.     

	Next steps
	The next step is to work with the local council to change the road markings. If any further problems occur, then education will be conducted through the school newsletter and supported by enforcement.  

	Obstacles
	The council had no money available for major road realignment. It is still in the process of changing the road markings to the other side and creating 2-minute parks.    

	Conclusion
	The school was proud of successfully getting the message through to parents without making accusations. The school also worked with Police to educate drivers rather than have Police hand out parking infringement notices to the parents.  
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
