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	Summary
	Road safety for senior secondary students.

	Issue
	Students needed a greater knowledge and understanding of road safety and road trauma.

	Identification and prioritisation
	The issue was identified after discussions with the lead teacher who works with assisted learners in the life skills programme. Knowledge about road safety would assist this group to achieve NCEA levels 1 and 2 and reduce their risk of road trauma. According to the New Zealand Transport Agency’s 2011 statistics on motor vehicle crashes, the 15–25 age group accounted for 113 fatalities out of a national total of 386, and 4,052 injuries out of a national total of 14,213.

	Short-term goal
	· All students will complete a programme that will enhance their understanding and application of road safety and allow them to gain NCEA credits.

	Long-term goal
	Over the next 3 years, no students will come to the attention of Police as either road crash statistics or offenders.

	Prevention activities
	Activities that occurred within a whole-school approach included:

School ethos and environment
· The school promotes an ethos of learning and achievement through participation and respect.

· The teacher and the SCO worked collaboratively to build their knowledge and skills about road safety for senior secondary students. 
Community connections  
· At the conclusion of the programme students organised a presentation dinner at a local restaurant, inviting parents and teaching staff as well as the SCO.
· At the dinner parents expressed their gratitude for what had been achieved. Positive relationships are at the heart of what Police are attempting to achieve, and this was a school community occasion that had a very positive outcome. Students also acknowledged fellow students, staff and SCO for their efforts.
Curriculum teaching and learning

· Students received lessons from the five modules of the Police Drive Qual resources, which aim to develop personal goals and attitudes towards road safety based on the influences students may experience and respect for themselves and each other. 

	Impact
	All students completed the programme and gained the associated NCEA credits.

	Next step
	The next steps are to build the long-term support of teaching staff for using road safety and the Drive Qual resources as a context for ongoing, practically orientated, meaningful and relevant learning for their students.
The school has also asked the Ministry of Education to consider assigning literacy credits to the Drive Qual modules where applicable, as this would further enhance the value of the programme.  

	Obstacles   
	The only real obstacle was timetable issues, but in most cases these were accommodated.

	Improvements
	Consideration should have been given to reviewing the school policy.  

	Conclusion
	The school is proud of the response of students and the positive feedback from their parents.
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
